• Provide two professional references – name, how you know this person, 
and phone number they can be contacted at (there is space on the 
application for this information). 

• Submit verification of your grade point average (i.e. school transcripts, 
report card, letter from school).  Please submit with application. 

• The application (including references and GPA verification) and 
interview must be submitted by Friday, April 30, 2010.
